Izard County Quorum Court met in regular session on Tuesday, May 2 at 6:00 p.m.  All Justices were present.  

The minutes of the April meeting were approved on a motion by Justice Miller and second by Justice Rushing with all in favor.

The minutes of the April Special meeting were approved on a motion by Justice Everett and second by Justice Savell with all in favor.

Ordinance No. 2017-3, an ordinance authorizing a lease purchase agreement for the purpose of procuring a 2017 Ford F150 Crew Cab 4X4                                       VIN # 1FTEW1E81HKD76876 was approved on a motion by Justice Miller and a second by Justice Everett with Justices Sanders, Everett, Moser, Miller, Engelhardt, Savell, Boren, and Emmens voting in favor of the ordinance.  Justice Rushing voted no.

Ordinance No. 2017-4, an ordinance amending the Izard County personnel policy was approved on a motion by Justice Everett and a second by Justice Miller with all justices voting in favor of the ordinance.  

In the County Road Department update, Road Supervisor, Doyle Cross announced that the road crews were currently working to replace the bridge on Campground Road and that the work had been hindered by recent flash flooding.  In addition, the low water bridge on Newburg road was washed out by the flooding and had been cordoned off until it could be replaced.   Cross went on to say that there was an alternate route for residents of the area to take until the bridge was replaced.

Justice Glendon Everett, of JP district 3 announced that he had moved out of his JP district and submitted his resignation.  
Judge Smith stated that he would begin the procedure for an appointment to fill Everett’s position for the remainder of the term.
